Definition of LGBT Domestic Abuse

Domestic Abuse can be perpetrated by partners or ex-partners and can include physical abuse (assault and physical attack involving a range of behaviour), sexual abuse (acts which degrade and humiliate and are perpetrated against the person’s will, including rape), and mental and emotional abuse (such as threats, verbal abuse, racial abuse, homophobic/biphobic/transhopbic abuse, withholding money and other types of controlling behaviour such as ‘outing’ or the threat of ‘outing’ or isolation from family and friends).

· This definition lists various examples of what someone may experience, but it does not include all types of behaviour which are ‘domestic abuse’.
· It should also be noted that domestic abuse does not need to be physical - emotional abuse is domestic abuse.

Useful Information
While we want you to feel free to tell us anything you want about your experience if you are unsure where to start here are a few suggestions:

· How long did the relationship last?

· What age were you when you met?

· How long were you together before the abuse began?

· Who did you turn to for support, if anyone?

· Did you contact any outside agencies and if yes who, for example the Police/Housing/Women’s Aid/Victim Support/LGBT Switchboard?
· What type of abuse did you experience?

· Did you find your sexual orientation or gender status was used as a form of abuse, for example, threatening to out you/calling you names such as not a real man/woman?
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
